We are also planning on including comments from other staffers who say they never witnessed abusive behavior.

We plan to include some of Gov. Cuomo’s remarks from his Wednesday press conference, and we would welcome the chance
toinclude his detailed responses to these new allegations. Our deadline is 1 p.m. tomorrow.
